· Step 1: Generate the candidate list and questionnaire, conduct survey and tabulate results. 
· Step 2: Distribute results widely throughout the State.
Membership: By making any financial contribution you will become a registered member of the APAC. All members will receive an APAC membership card and have access to the members section of our website. 
Internet – Elected Official Database: An excellent opportunity for those with internet connections to be a valuable volunteer and help restore Our Heritage on your own schedule – right from your home. We need to build a contact database of all elected and appointed officials, media, newspapers and appropriate government agencies across the Confederation. Specific plans will be developed with those who volunteer; sign up today and begin working on the changes we need to make to preserve our grandchildren’s birthright.
